1. The Northern Mountains - The Himalayas

2. The Northern Plains - The Northern Plains

3. The Thar Desert- The Great Indian Desert

Thar Desert. Both are very different from each other.

Page 4: THE NORTHERN PLAINS - FOOD BOWL OF INDIA

Location: It lies to the south of the Himalayas. It extends from Punjab in the west to West
Bengal in the east.

How it was formed: It is formed by the fertile soil deposited by the rivers Ganga, Yamuna,
and Brahmaputra. This soil is called “Alluvial Soil”.

Main Features:

1. Fertile Land: Wheat, rice, and sugarcane grow in large quantities here. Thatiswhy itis
called the “Food Bowl of India”.

2. Densely Populated: This is the most populated region of India because farming is very
easy here.

3. States: Punjab, Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, and West Bengal are located in the
Northern Plains.

4. Climate: It has all three seasons - Hot summers, Cold winters, and Monsoon rains.
5. Rivers: Many big rivers like Ganga and Yamuna flow through this region.

Page 5: THE THAR DESERT - THE GREAT INDIAN DESERT

Location: It is located in the western part of Rajasthan. It also extends into Pakistan.

How it was formed: This area receives very little rainfall. Due to less rain, trees cannot
grow here. There is only sand everywhere.

Main Features:
1. Very Hot: Days are very hot and nights are very cold. There is a shortage of water.
2. Sand Dunes: Strong winds create big hills of sand. These are called “Sand Dunes”.

3. Camel: The camel is called the “Ship of the Desert”. A camel can live for many days
without water.

4. States: Most of the Thar Desert is in Rajasthan. Cities like Jaisalmer and Bikaner are
located here.




5. Life: People grow crops like bajra and jowar, They rear camels and goats..
